PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

(FEMA funding)
(Version 1-7-2025)

This AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered by and between Garner Environmental Services,
Inc (“Professional”), located at 952 Echo Lane, Suite 400, Houston Texas 77024 and the City of
League City (the “City”), a home-rule municipality, located at 300 W. Walker St., League City, Texas
77573 on the date set forth below.

Terms:

1. Scope of Services: Professional will perform the services as set forth in Exhibit A, which is
attached and incorporated herein, and which can be generally described as Disaster Logistics
(RFP21-041). Services related to design, bid, or construction of a public work shall conform to
the requirements set forth in Exhibit B, if applicable. If there is a conflict between the terms of
this Agreement and Exhibits A (and B, if applicable), the terms of this Agreement will prevail.

2. Term and Termination: This Agreement shall commence on September 15, 2024 and shall
expire on September 14, 2025 City may terminate this Agreement immediately upon written
notice to the Professional if: (a) Professional materially breaches any of its obligations under this
Agreement and fails to remedy the breach within seven (7) days after receiving written notice from
City, (b) Professional becomes insolvent, files for bankruptcy, or is subject to any similar legal
proceeding. In the event of termination for cause, City shall not be required to pay any further
compensation to Professional and shall be entitled to recover any damages caused by the breach
or insolvency. City also reserves the right to terminate this Agreement for convenience upon
seven (7) days written notice to Professional. Upon such termination, City shall pay Professional,
at the rate set out in Exhibit A, for services satisfactorily performed up through the date of
termination. Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the contrary, City will not be
required to pay or reimburse Professional for any services performed or for expenses incurred by
Professional after the date of the termination notice that could have been avoided or mitigated by
Professional.

3. Compensation: Professional shall be paid for the services as set forth in Exhibit A. In no event
shall the total compensation exceed $1,000,000.00 during the term of this Agreement. City shall
tender payment (including progress/partial payments) for services only after such setvices are
completed and are deemed to be acceptable under this Agreement, in the sole reasonable
discretion of City. Professional must submit to City invoices for all services provided, which
invoices must include details and dates of service. Payment by City shall be made within thirty
(30) days of receipt of an invoice, except for any portion of the invoiced amount that City
disapproves as not compliant under this Agreement, in the sole reasonable discretion of City. If
City disapproves any amount submitted for payment by Professional, City shall give Professional
specific reasons for disapproval in writing.

4. Insurance: Professional is required during the Contract Term to maintain insurance as set forth
below: (a) Comprehensive General Commercial Liability insurance covering bodily injury and
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property damage, with minimum coverage limits—exclusive of defense costs—of $1,000,000 per
occutrence and $2,000,000 aggregate; (b) Professional Liability (errors and omissions/malpractice)
insurance with minimum coverage limits—exclusive of defense costs—of $2,000,000 per
occurrence; and (c) If at any point during the Contract Term it is foreseeable that Professional will
enter upon City premises: (i) Worker’s Compensation coverage with statutory limits for the State
of Texas, and (ii) Commercial Automobile Liability coverage with minimum coverage limits—
exclusive of defense costs—of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate. All policies
must contain a waiver of subrogation against City. Comprehensive General Liability and
Commercial Automobile Liability policies must name the City as Additional Insured. Professional
shall pay all insurance deductibles and deductibles must not exceed $10,000 unless approved in
advance by City. Professional shall provide City Certificates of Insurance evidencing these
insurance requirements prior to the start of work.

5. Liquidated Damages: Liquidated damages are not applicable to this transaction. Professional
acknowledges that time is of the essence in performing this Agreement. City and Professional
(collectively, the “Parties”) agree that if Professional is late in performing any service designated
as Time Critical on the Scope of Services attached to this Agreement, City will suffer loss,
damages, or other harm from Professional’s delay. The Parties agree that the amount of loss,
damages, or harm likely to be incurred as a result of Professional’s delay is incapable or difficult
to precisely estimate, and therefore the Parties desire to stipulate the amount of such loss, damages,
or harm. Accordingly, Professional shall have deducted from any amounts owed under this
Agreement liquidated damages equal to the number of calendar days of the delay(s) times the daily
rate, which rate shall be one-tenth of one percent (0.1%) times the compensation shown in the
Scope of Services for such Time Critical service. The Parties further agree that: (i) the liquidated
damages specified herein are not a penalty but rather bear a reasonable relationship to, and is not
plainly or grossly disproportionate to, the probable loss likely to be incurred by City as a result of
Professional’s delay; (ii) one of the reasons for City and Professional to agree to such amounts is
the uncertainty and cost of litigation regarding the question of actual damages; and (iit) City and
Professional are sophisticated business parties and negotiated this Agreement at arm’s length.

6. Remedies for Breach by Professional.

6.1. Breach of Contract by Professional. If the Professional violates or breaches any term,
condition, or provision of this Agreement, the following remedies may be pursued by the
non-breaching Party, as appropriate:

6.1.1.Administrative Remedies. In the event of a breach, City may impose administrative
remedies, which may include but are not limited to: i. Suspension of Performance: City
may suspend any or all of its obligations under this Agreement, including withholding
payment or refusing to approve invoices, until the breach is remedied or resolved. ii.
Corrective Action: City may require the Professional to take corrective actions, including
repairing, replacing, or rectifying the work or services that do not conform to the terms
of the Agreement, at the Professional's sole cost and expense. iii. Replacement of
Professional Personnel: If the breach is related to the performance of the Professional's
personnel, City may require the removal and replacement of the personnel involved in
the breach at no cost to the non-breaching Party.

6.1.2.Contractual Remedies and Penalties. In the event of a breach by the Professional, City

may invoke the following contractual remedies and penalties, as applicable: i. Liquidated
Damages: The Professional agrees to pay liquidated damages as outlined in this
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6.2.

Agreement, which shall apply if the Professional fails to meet the agreed deadlines,
performance standards, or other critical contractual obligations. The Parties agree that
the liquidated damages are a reasonable estimation of the loss incurred due to such
breach. ii. Termination for Default: In the event of a material breach that is not cured
within seven (7) days of written notice, City may terminate this Agreement for default.
Such termination shall be effective immediately upon the expiration of the cure period,
and City shall be entitled to recover damages resulting from the breach. iii. Right to
Offset: City may offset any amounts owed to the Professional under this Agreement by

the amount of any penalties, costs, or damages incurred as a result of the Professional's
breach.

6.1.3.Legal Remedies. In the event of a breach by the Professional, City reserves the right to
pursue any legal remedies available under applicable law, including but not limited to: i.
Claims for Damages: City may seek compensatory damages for any losses, costs, or
expenses incurred as a result of the Professional's breach. ii. Injunctive Relief: City may
seek injunctive relief to prevent or restrain the Professional from continuing its breach,
including but not limited to orders for specific performance or a prohibition on further
violations. iii. Legal Action: City may initiate legal proceedings, including but not limited
to arbitration or litigation, to resolve the dispute and seek any remedies available under
law.

Sanctions and Penalties. The Professional acknowledges that any violation of the terms and
conditions of this Agreement may result in sanctions or penalties, including but not limited
to: a. Disqualification from Future Work: The Professional may be disqualified from being
awarded future contracts or work opportunities with the non-breaching Party, either
temporarily or permanently, at the discretion of the non-breaching Party. b. Blacklist: If the
breach involves fraudulent, unethical, or illegal conduct, the Professional may be placed on a
blacklist, which may prevent the Professional from engaging in any future contractual
relationships with City or its affiliates.

Cumulative Remedies. The remedies set forth in this section are cumulative and not
exclusive. City may exercise any or all available remedies (administrative, contractual, or legal)
in any order or combination, and the exercise of one remedy shall not preclude City from
exercising others.

Notice of Breach. City shall provide written notice to the Professional detailing the breach
and specifying the applicable remedy or penalty. The Professional shall have seven (7) days
from receipt of such notice to cure the breach, unless otherwise specified.

7. Independent Professional: Professional is an independent Professional and is not an employee,
partner, joint venture, or agent of City. Professional understands and agrees that he/she will not
be entitled to any benefits generally available to City employees. Professional shall be responsible

for

all expenses necessary to carry out the services under this Agreement and shall not be

reimbursed by City for such expenses except as otherwise provided in this Agreement.

8. Intellectual Property: This Agreement shall be an Agreement for services and the parties intend
and consider any work created as a result of this Agreement, including any and all documentation,
images, products or results, to be a work (the “Work™) for hire under federal copyright law.
Ownership of the Work shall belong to and remain the exclusive property of City. The Work may

be edited at any time within City’s discretion. If the Work would not be considered a work-for-
hire under applicable law, Professional hereby assigns, transfers, and conveys any and all rights,
title and interest to City, including without limitation all copyrights, patents, rights of reproduction,
rights to ownership, and right to secure registrations, renewals, reissues and extensions thereof.
As the sole copyright holder of the Work, City maintains and asserts the rights to use, reproduce,
make derivative works from, and/or edit the Work in any form of medium, expression or
technology now known or hereafter developed, at any time within City’s discretion. Professional
shall not sell, disclose or obtain any other compensation for the services provided herein or the
Work. If the Work is one to which the provisions of 17 U.S.C. § 106A apply, Professional hereby
waives and appoints City to assert on Professional's behalf Professional's moral rights or any
equivalent rights regarding the form or extent of any alteration to the Work (including, without
limitation, removal or destruction) or the making of any derivative works based on the Work,
including, without limitation, photographs, drawings or other visual reproductions of the work, in
any medium, for City’s purposes.

Confidentiality: During the course of the services to be provided under this Agreement,
Professional may become privy to confidential information of City. Professional agrees to treat as
confidential the information or knowledge that becomes known to Professional during
performance of this Agreement and to not use, copy, or disclose such information to any third
party unless authorized in writing by City. This provision does not restrict the disclosure of any
information that is required to be disclosed under applicable law. Professional shall promptly
notify City of any misuse or unauthorized disclosure of City’s confidential information and upon
expiration of this Agreement shall return to City all confidential information in Professional’s
possession or control. Professional shall further comply with all information security policies of
City that may apply and shall not make any press releases, public statements or advertisement
referring to the services provided under this Agreement or the engagement of Professional without
the prior written approval of City.

Warranties and Representations: Professional warrants and agrees that Professional shall
perform its services and conduct all operations in conformity with all applicable federal, state, and
local laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances. For any service performed on premises owned or
controlled by City, Professional warrants and agrees that Professional will perform said services
in compliance with all City rules, including but not limited to, prohibitions related to tobacco use,
alcohol, and other drugs.

Licenses/Certifications: Professional represents and warrants that it will obtain and maintain in
effect, and pay the cost of, all licenses, permits or certifications that may be necessary for
Professional’s performance of this Agreement. If Professional is a business entity, Professional
warrants, represents, covenants, and agrees that it is duly organized, validly existing and in good
standing under the laws of the state of its formation; and is duly authorized and in good standing
to conduct business in the State of Texas, that it has all necessary power and has received all
necessary approvals to execute and deliver the Agreement and is authorized to execute this
Agreement according to its terms on behalf of Professional.

Performance/Qualifications: Professional agrees and represents that Professional has the
personnel, experience, and knowledge necessary to qualify Professional for the particular duties to
be performed under this Agreement. Professional warrants that all services performed under this
Agreement shall be performed consistent with generally prevailing professional or industry
standards.
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13. Conflict of Interest: Professional warrants, represents, and agrees that Professional presently has

no interest and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, that would conflict in any manner
or degree with Professional’s performance of the services hereunder. Professional further
warrants and affirms that no relationship or affiliation exists between Professional and City that
could be construed as a conflict of interest with regard to this Agreement.

HOLD HARMLESS CITY, AND EACH OF ITS OFFICIALS, OFFICERS,
AGENTS, AND EMPLOYEES FROM AND AGAINST ALL CLAIMS,
ACTIONS, SUITS, DEMANDS, PROCEEDINGS, COSTS, DAMAGES,
AND LIABILITIES, INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION
REASONABLE ATTORNEYS' FEES AND REASONABLE
LITIGATION COSTS, ARISING OUT OF, CONNECTED WITH, OR
RESULTING FROM ANY ACTS OR OMISSIONS OF PROFESSIONAL
OR ANY AGENT, EMPLOYEE, SUBCONTRACTOR, OR SUPPLIER OF
PROFESSIONAL IN THE EXECUTION OR PERFORMANCE OF THIS
CONTRACT, TO THE EXTENT THE CLAIM ARISES FROM
NEGLIGENCE, INTENTIONAL TORT, INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
INFRINGEMENT, OR FAILURE TO PAY A SUBCONTRACTOR OR
SUPPLIER COMMITTED BY THE PROFESSIONAL OR THE
PROFESSIONAL’S AGENT, CONSULTANT UNDER CONTRACT, OR
ANOTHER ENTITY OVER WHICH THE PROFESSIONAL
EXERCISES CONTROL. HOWEVER, PROFESSIONAL SHALL NOT
BE REQUIRED TO DEFEND THE CITY AGAINST CLAIMS BASED
WHOLLY OR PARTLY ON THE NEGLIGENCE, FAULT, OR BREACH
OF CONTRACT BY THE CITY, THE CITY’S AGENT, THE CITY’S
EMPLOYEE, OR OTHER ENTITY OVER WHICH THE CITY
EXERCISES CONTROL.

Force Majeure: Neither party shall be liable to the other for (i) any delay in performance; (ii) any
other breach; (iii) any loss or damage; or (iv) any contribution to or aggravation of any of the
foregoing; arising solely from uncontrollable forces such as fire, theft, storm, war, or any other
cause that could not have been reasonably avoided by the party’s exercise of due diligence.

Notices: Any notice given under this Agreement by either party to the other may be affected
either by personal delivery in writing or by mail, registered or certified postage prepaid with return
receipt requested. Mailed notices shall be addressed to the addresses of the Parties as they appear
in the contract. Notices delivered personally shall be deemed communicated at the time of actual
receipt. Mailed notices shall be deemed communicated three (3) days after mailing.

Texas Family Code Child Support Certification: Pursuant to Section 231.006 of the Texas
Family Code, Professional certifies that it is not ineligible to receive the award of or payments
under the Agreement and acknowledges that the Agreement may be terminated, and payment may
be withheld if this certification is inaccurate.

State Auditor: Professional understands that acceptance of funds under the Agreement
constitutes acceptance of the authority of the Texas State Auditor's Office, or any successor agency
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(collectively, the “Auditor”), to conduct an audit or investigation in connection with those funds.
Professional agrees to cooperate with the Auditor in the conduct of the audit or investigation,
including without limitation providing all records requested. Professional will include this
provision in all contracts with permitted subprofessionals.

19. Jurisdiction: Any disputes under this Agreement shall be brought in a court of competent

jurisdiction in Galveston, Texas and governed by Texas law.

Alternative Dispute Resolution: To the extent that Chapter 2260, Texas Government Code, is
applicable to this Contract and is not preempted by other applicable law, the dispute resolution
process provided for in Chapter 2260 and the related rules adopted by the Texas Attorney General
Pursuant to Chapter 2260, shall be used by City and Professional to attempt to resolve any claim
for breach of contract made by Professional that cannot be resolved in the ordinary course of
business. The Director of Finance of City shall examine Professional’s claim and any counterclaim
and negotiate with Professional in an effort to resolve such claims. This provision shall not be
construed as a waiver by City of its right to seek redress in the courts.

Entire Agreement: This Agreement contains the entire understanding between the Parties and
supersedes all prior agreements, arrangements, and understanding, oral or written between the
Parties relating to this Agreement. This Agreement may not be modified except by mutual written
agreement of the Parties executed subsequent to this Agreement.

Eligibility to Receive Payment: Professional certifies that, as a matter of state law, it is not
ineligible to receive the Agreement and payments pursuant to the Agreement and acknowledges
that the Agreement may be terminated, and payment withheld if this representation is inaccurate.

Payment of Debt/Delinquency to State: Professional certifies that it is not indebted to the City
of League City and is current on all taxes owed to the City of League City. Professional agrees
that any payments owing to Professional under the Agreement may be applied directly toward any
debt or delinquency that Professional owes the City of League City regardless of when it arises,
until such debt or delinquency is paid in full.

Products and Materials Produced in Texas: Professional should, to the greatest extent
practicable and consistent with law, provide a preference for the purchase, acquisition, or use of
goods, products, or materials produced in the United States. This includes, but is not limited to,
iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and other manufactured products. For purposes of this clause:
Produced in the United States means, for iron and steel products, that all manufacturing processes,
from the initial melting stage through the application of coatings, occurred in the United States.

Risk of Loss: All work performed by Professional pursuant to the Agreement will be at
Professional’s exclusive risk until final and complete acceptance of the work by City. In the case
of any loss or damage to the work, or the need to redo or revise the work for any reason except
to accommodate a City request to materially alter the work, prior to City’s acceptance, bearing the
costs of such loss or damage to or such redo or revision of the work will be Professional’s
responsibility.

Publicity: Professional shall not use City’s name, logo or likeness in any press release, marketing
materials or other public announcement without receiving City’s prior written approval.

Legal Construction/Severability: In the event that any one or more of the provisions contained
in this Agreement shall for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any respect,
such invalidity, illegality or unenforceability shall not affect any other provision, and this
Agreement shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal or unenforceable provisions had never been
contained in it. To this end, the provisions of this Agreement are declared to be severable. The
Parties may mutually agree to renegotiate the Agreement to cure such illegality/invalidity or
unconstitutionality if such may be reasonably accomplished.

Limitations: The Parties are aware that there are constitutional and statutory limitations on the
authority of City to enter into certain terms and conditions of the Agreement, including, but not
limited to, those terms and conditions relating to liens on City’s property; disclaimers and
limitations of warranties; disclaimers and limitations of liability for damages; waivers, disclaimers
and limitations of legal rights, remedies, requirements and processes; limitations of periods to
bring legal action; granting control of litigation or settlement to another party; liability for acts or
omissions of third parties; payment of attorneys’ fees; dispute resolution; indemnities; and
confidentiality (collectively, the “Limitations”). Any terms and conditions related to the
Limitations will not be binding on City except to the extent authorized by the laws and
Constitution of the State of Texas.

Sovereign Immunity: The Parties agree that neither the execution of the Agreement by City nor
any other conduct, action or inaction of any City representative relating to the Agreement
constitutes a waiver of sovereign immunity by City.

Authority: The Parties stipulate that in entering into this Agreement, the City is performing a
solely governmental function and not a proprietary function. Professional warrants and represents
that Professional has full power and authority to enter into and perform this Agreement and to
make the grant of rights contained herein. The person signing on behalf of City represents that
he/she has authority to sign this Agreement on behalf of City.

Non-Waiver: The Parties specifically agree that neither the occurrence of an event giving rise to
a breach of contract claim nor the pendency of a claim constitute grounds for the suspension of
performance by Professional. No covenant or condition of this Agreement may be waived except
by written consent of the waiving party. Forbearance or indulgence by one party in any regard
whatsoever shall not constitute a waiver of the covenant or condition to be performed by the
other party.

Equal Employment Opportunity: During the performance of this contract, the Professional
agrees as follows:

32.1. Professional will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or national origin.
Professional will take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that
employees are treated during employment without regard to their race, color, religion, sex,
sexual orientation, gender identity, or national origin. Such action shall include, but not be
limited to the following: Employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or
recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation;
and selection for training, including apprenticeship. Professional agrees to post in
conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be
provided setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.
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32.2. Professional will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on
behalf of Professional, state that all qualified applicants will receive considerations for
employment without regard to race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or
national origin.

32.3. Professional will not discharge or in any other manner discriminate against any
employee or applicant for employment because such employee or applicant has inquired
about, discussed, or disclosed the compensation of the employee or applicant or another
employee or applicant. This provision shall not apply to instances in which an employee who
has access to the compensation information of other employees or applicants as a part of
such employee's essential job functions discloses the compensation of such other employees
or applicants to individuals who do not otherwise have access to such information, unless
such disclosure is in response to a formal complaint or charge, in furtherance of an
investigation, proceeding, hearing, or action, including an investigation conducted by the
employer, or is consistent with Professional's legal duty to furnish information.

32.4. Professional will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which he
has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice to be
provided advising the said labor union or workers' representatives of Professional's
commitments under this section and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places
available to employees and applicants for employment.

32.5. Professional will comply with all provisions of Executive Order 11246 of September
24,1965, and of the rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor.

32.6. Professional will furnish all information and reports required by Executive Order
11246 of September 24, 1965, and by rules, regulations, and orders of the Secretary of Labor,
or pursuant thereto, and will permit access to his books, records, and accounts by the
administering agency and the Secretary of Labor for purposes of investigation to ascertain
compliance with such rules, regulations, and orders.

32.7. In the event of Professional's noncompliance with the nondiscrimination clauses of
this contract or with any of the said rules, regulations, or orders, this contract may be canceled,
terminated, or suspended in whole or in part and Professional may be declared ineligible for
further Government contracts or federally assisted construction contracts in accordance with
procedures authorized in Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, and such other
sanctions as may be imposed and remedies invoked as provided in Executive Order 11246 of
September 24, 1965, or by rule, regulation, or order of the Secretary of Labor, or as otherwise
provided by law.

32.8. Professional will include the portion of the sentence immediately preceding paragraph
(a) and the provisions of paragraphs (a) through (h) in every subcontract or purchase order
unless exempted by rules, regulations, or orders of the Secretary of Labor issued pursuant to
section 204 of Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, so that such provisions will be
binding upon each subcontractor or vendor. Professional will take such action with respect
to any subcontract or purchase order as the administering agency may direct as a means of
enforcing such provisions, including sanctions for noncompliance: Provided, however, that
in the event Professional becomes involved in, or is threatened with, litigation with a
subcontractor or vendor as a result of such direction by the administering agency Professional
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may request the United States to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the
United States.

32.9. Professional agrees that it will be bound by the above Equal Opportunity Clause with
respect to its own employment practices when it participates in federally assisted construction
work: Provided, that if the applicant so participating is a State or local government, the above
equal opportunity clause is not applicable to any agency, instrumentality or subdivision of
such government which does not participate in work on or under the contract.

32.10. Professional agrees that it will assist and cooperate actively with the administering
agency and the Secretary of Labor in obtaining the compliance of contractors and
subcontractors with the Equal Opportunity Clause and the rules, regulations, and relevant
orders of the Secretary of Labor, that it will furnish the administering agency and the Secretary
of Labor such information as they may require for the supervision of such compliance, and
that it will otherwise assist the administering agency in the discharge of the agency's primary
responsibility for securing compliance.

32.11. Professional further agrees that it will refrain from entering into any contract or
contract modification subject to Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, with a
contractor debarred from, or who has not demonstrated eligibility for, Government contracts
and federally assisted construction contracts pursuant to the Executive Order and will carry
out such sanctions and penalties for violation of the Equal Opportunity Clause as may be
imposed upon contractors and subcontractors by the administering agency or the Secretary
of Labor pursuant to Part II, Subpart D of the Executive Order. In addition, the Professional
agrees that if it fails or refuses to comply with these undertakings, the administering agency
may take any or all of the following actions: Cancel, terminate, or suspend in whole or in part
this grant (contract, loan, insurance, guarantee); refrain from extending any further assistance
to the applicant under the program with respect to which the failure or refund occurred until
satisfactory assurance of future compliance has been received from such applicant; and refer
the case to the Department of Justice for appropriate legal proceedings.

33. Davis-Bacon Act: If applicable but not federally required for procurements under FEMA's
Public Assistance or Hazard Mitigation Assistance Programs and in addition to the requirements
of this agreement, the Professional must do the following:

33.1. Professional must comply with all requirements in 29 C.F.R. § 5.5(a)(1)-(11), which are
incorporated into this Agreement by reference.

33.2. Professional must place a copy of the Department of Labot's current prevailing wage
determination in each solicitation. Contracts or subcontracts must be awarded on the
condition that the prevailing wage determination is accepted. The Professional must report
all suspected or reported violations to the federal agency.

33.3. Contracts subject to the Davis-Bacon Act, must also include a provision for
compliance with the Copeland "Anti-Kickback" Act. According to 29 C.F.R. § 5.5(a)(5), the
regulatory requirements for the Copeland "Anti-Kickback" Act are incorporated by reference
into the required contract provision, so a separate contract provision is not necessary.

34.4. Professional must provide weekly reports of the wages paid during the prior week's
payroll period to each employee covered by the Copeland "Anti-Kickback" Act and the
Davis-Bacon Act.

Compliance with the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act: This section is If
applicable for all procurements over $100,000 that involve the employment of mechanics,
laborers, and construction work; not including the purchase of supplies, materials, or articles
ordinarily available on the open market, contracts for transportation or transmission of
intelligence.

35.1. Overtime requirements: No Professional or subcontractor contracting for any part of
the contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics
shall require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is
employed on such work to work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such
laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times the
basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek.

required by the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section.

35.3. Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages.

35.3.1. Withholding Process. The applicable federal agency or grant recipient shall, upon its
own action or upon written request of an authorized representative of the Department
of. Labor, withhold or cause to be withheld from the contractor so much of the accrued
payments or advances as may be considered necessary to satisfy the liabilities of the
Professional or any subcontractor for any unpaid wages; monetary relief, including
interest; and liquidated damages required by the clauses set forth in this contract, any
other federal contract with the same Professional, or any other federally assisted contract
subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act that is held by the same
Professional. The necessary funds may be withheld from the Professional under this
contract, any other federal contract with the same Professional, or any other federally
assisted contract that is subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act
and is held by the same Professional, regardless of whether the other contract was

awarded or assisted by the same agency, and such funds may be used to satisfy the
Professional's liability for which the funds were withheld.

35.3.2. Priority to withheld funds. The Department has priority to funds withheld or to be
withheld in accordance with paragraph (a)(2)(1) or (b)(3)(i) of this section, or both, over
claims to those funds by:

35.3.2.1.  Professional's surety(ies), including without limitation performance bond
sureties and payment bond sureties;

35.3.2.2. A contracting agency for its reprocurement costs;

35.3.2.3. A trustee(s) (either a court-appointed trustee or a U.S. trustee, or both) in
bankruptcy of the Professional, or Professional's bankruptcy estate;

35.3.2.4. A Professional's assignee(s);

35.3.2.5. A Professional's successor(s); or

35.3.2.6. A claim asserted under the Prompt Payment Act, 31 U.S.C. 3901-3907.

35.4. Subcontracts: Professional or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses
set forth in paragraph (a) through (e) of this section and also a clause requiring the
subcontractor to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime Professional
shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with the
clauses set forth in paragraphs (a) through (e) of this section." In the event of any violations
of these clauses, Professional, and any subcontractor(s) responsible will be liable for any
unpaid wages and monetary relief, including interest from the date of the underpayment or
loss, due to any workers of lower-tier subcontractors, and associated liquidated damages and
may be subject to debarment, as appropriate.

35.5. Anti-Retaliation: It is unlawful for any person to discharge, demote, intimidate,
threaten, restrain, coerce, blacklist, harass, or in any other manner discriminate against, or to
cause any person to discharge, demote, intimidate, threaten, restrain, coerce, blacklist, harass,
or in any other manner discriminate against, any worker or job applicant for:
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35.5.1. Notifying any contractor of any conduct which the worker reasonably believes
constitutes a violation of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act or its
implementing regulations in this part;

35.5.2. Filing any complaint, initiating, or causing to be initiated any proceeding, or otherwise
asserting or seeking to assert on behalf of themselves or others any right or protection
under Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act or this section;

35.5.3. Cooperating in any investigation or other compliance action, or testifying in any
proceeding under Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act or this section; or

35.5.4. Informing any other person about their rights under the Contract Work Hours and
Safety Standards Act or this section.

35.6. Professional must maintain regular payrolls and other basic records during the course
of the work and must preserve them for a period of three years after all the work on the prime
contract is completed for all laborers and mechanics, including guards and watchpersons,
working on the contract. Such records must contain the name; last known address, telephone
number, and email address; and social security number of each such worker; each worket's
correct classification(s) of work performed; houtly rates of wages paid; daily and weekly
number of hours actually worked; deductions made; and actual wages paid.

35.7. Records to be maintained under this provision must be made available by the
Professional or subcontractor for inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized
representatives of the Department of Homeland Security, the Federal Emergency
Management Agency, and the Department of Labor, and the contractor or subcontractor will
permit such representatives to interview workers during working hours on the job."

36. Rights to Inventions

36.1. Applicability. This provision applies only if the FEMA award meets the definition of
"funding agreement” and the recipient or subrecipient enters any contract involving
substitution of parties, assignment, or performance of experimental, developmental, or
research work under that funding agreement, then the recipient or subrecipient must comply
with the requirements of 37 C.F.R. Part 401 and any implementing regulations issued by
FEMA.

36.4. Professional shall elect in writing whether or not to retain title to any such invention
by notifying the Federal Agency within two years of disclosure. However, in any case where
publication, on sale, or public use has initiated the one-year statutory period wherein valid
patent protection can still be obtained in the United States, the period for election of title may
be shortened by the Federal Agency to a date that is no more than 60 days prior to the end
of the statutory period.

36.5. Professional shall file its initial patent application on a Subject Invention within one
year after election of title or, if eatlier, prior to the end of any statutory period wherein valid
patent protection can be obtained in the United States after a publication, on sale, or public
use. Professional shall file patent applications in additional countries or international patent
offices within either ten months of the corresponding initial patent application or six months

41.2.1. Section 889(b) of the John S. McCain National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal
Year2019, Pub. L. No. 115-232, and 2 C.F.R. § 200.216 prohibit the head of an executive
agency on or after Aug.13, 2020, from obligating or expending grant, cooperative
agreement, loan, or loan guarantee funds on certain telecommunications products or
from certain entities for national security reasons.

41.2.2. Unless an exception in paragraph (c) of this clause applies, Professional and its
subcontractors may not use grant, cooperative agreement, loan, or loan guarantee funds
from the Federal Emergency Management Agency to:

A. Qualifications

Founded in 1981, Garner Environmental Services, Inc. is a national emergency response firm based in Deer
Park, TX, a suburb of Houston. Garner has been providing professional disaster, emergency, and logistical
response services internationally for more than 40 years, delivering timely, efficient, professional global
response services 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Safety, proficiency, and reliability serve as the hallmarks
of Garner's success in dealing with any natural or human-induced catastrophe.

The initial company focus was oil spill response. In the ensuing years, Garner became expert in every
All-Threat, All-Hazard response effort: transportation (all modes), high-hazard response, demolition,
training, rescue, confined space, and disaster response.

In the mid-90’s, after the Murrah Federal Building bombing, the thought occurred to Garner leadership
that the company could take the highly-trained and experienced personnel on the environmental
response side with the mindset of immediate response and solution-focus and begin to respond to natural
or man-made disasters.

On March 8, 2020, John Temperilli (Garner Team Leader) was activated and mobilized to the State
Emergency Operation Center (SEOC) in Tallahassee, FL. The intent was to provide a presence in the SEOC
of an honest broker and trusted agent addressing and executing the Level 1 Emergency declared as the
result of the COVID-19 pandemic response. Danny Maldonado (Garner Senior Project Manager [PM]) was
activated and mobilized to the SEOC the next day, March 9, 2021. He has been key to the response and
coordination of medical assets and personnel since the inception of the COVID-19 response. His
demonstrated ability to coordinate with FDEM Finance and Public Assistance (PA) Pre-Audit teams has
enabled Garner to quickly adjust and accommodate FDEM requests for new and different information
formats. On March 10, Lawrence Crowe (Garner Senior PM) and a crew were mobilized by NYCOEM to
respond to the declared emergency for COVID-19 response, where he would be reporting to Justin Diehl
(NYCOEM Logistics) at the designated LSA in Flushing, NY. Lawrence was integrated into the NYC command
structure and enabled NYC requests to be executed creatively, rapidly and flexibly as warranted.

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COVID-19 testing site requests with contingent wraparound services followed closely on the heels of the
initial PPE requests in Florida and NYC. These included hundreds of floored and free-standing tents, power,
HVAC & lighting, fans, fuel, logistics and medical personnel, transportation, personnel meals, etc. These
were placed in various major city and county locations throughout Florida including parking lots in
stadiums, convention centers, community centers, schools, etc. Garner’s logistics’ personnel assisted with
the planning and layout design of the walkup, drive-through, and federally sponsored testing facilities.
Garner helped to design, layout and execute the traffic flow patterns utilizing traffic control personnel,
barriers, and cones. Garner also created and operated a dashboard at the turnkey test sites able to show
incident command and SEOC personnel the numbers of the public tested and throughput rate. At peak
request load, Garner had more than 48 different COVID-19 test sites (walkup, parking, and drive-through)
operating simultaneously. In multiple cases, sites had to be mobilized, set up and running within 24 hours.
Garner accomplished these extraordinary requests completely and timely. At the same time, 20 certified
medical personnel were requested in NYC to support testing in courtroom and arraignment procedures,
and for visitation admittance and inmate testing at Rikers Island in the NYC judicial system.

Concomitant requests in March by FDEM for two (2) turnkey 250-bed mobile field hospital/
non-congregant shelters in Jacksonville and Fort Lauderdale were quoted and immediately mobilized.
Garner also assisted in populating the mobile hospital sites with medical personnel (doctors, nurses, CNAs,
EMTs, disinfection personnel, etc.) to support operations, thus becoming turnkey sites. Mobile hospitals
were in place and running within 96 hours. Weeks later in the response (April-May), Florida insisted upon
scaling up and increasing mobile medical facility capacity and complexity in the Fort Lauderdale field
hospital (to include complete communications wiring, WIFI, phone and nursing station screens and full
communications capacity), which Garner, under Danny Maldonado’s direction, completed successfully in
a matter of four (4) days.

In May, FDEM made a change in leadership. This was significant in adjusting planning and operational
efforts for the remainder of 2020 and into 2021. This change of command is particularly relevant at the
current time investing in and operating testing and vaccination sites. Garner adjusted to the leadership
change on the fly, and accelerated efficiencies and response times by working closely with new leadership.

In NYC, a total of 44 testing and COVID-19 triage testing sites were set up outside of hospitals and
community testing centers, these consisting of tents, power, climate control, cones, barriers and traffic
control stanchions. Garner has left more than 20 sites in place for the duration of the testing and
vaccinations, including a site control and trouble-shooting team responsible for repair, revamp,
restructuring and structural snow removal, as necessary, throughout the year.

In NYC during the same COVID-19 time frame, due to the escalating level and number of COVID-19
fatalities and hospitalizations, numerous requests were made of Garner personnel for crews and
equipment necessary to handle the mortality increases. Refrigerated trucks were requested by Justin
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Diehl with NYCOEM and provided by Garner to be used as portable morgue space. Disinfection crews were
mobilized upon NYCOEM's request to clean the temporary morgue trailers and possible contaminated
testing sites. Additional personnel were engaged by Garner as burial crews tasked handling the deceased
in body bags to burial sites (i.e., Hart Island) and temporary morgue facilities. NYC Office of the Chief
Medical Examiner (OCME) through NYCOEM also requested a barge to transport the deceased to Hart
Island, which Garner was able to secure. The request was subsequently cancelled, but Garner was
prepared to make it happen in a timely manner.

Garner Senior PM, IP Temperilli, was added to the Florida team after the NRG mobile hospital site closure
to support the operational field efforts and the efforts inside the FDEM SEOC in Tallahassee. He has been
instrumental in finding and creating efficiencies to fulfill Florida mission assignments in a more cost
effective and creatively effective manner. This has been a hallmark of Garner performance through the
COVID-19 testing phase and is now being borne out in the vaccination phase of the COVID-19 response.

JP was key in assisting FDEM Logistics and Operations in designing and implementing the federally
sponsored testing sites in Jacksonville and State sites including those at Disney and Orange County
Convention Center in Orlando, Raymond James Stadium in Tampa, and Hard Rock Stadium in Miami. The
Garner field services’ crews mobilized to manage and support all these main sites and numerous walk-up
sites statewide consisting of main site logisticians and roving oversight teams for the wide-ranging walk-up
sites. Garner Senior Field Supervisor, Daryl Rice, was sent to Miami Convention Center to support Florida
efforts in support of the ICU capacity with wraparound services for a major US Army Corps of Engineers’
non-congregate medical shelter (NCMS). These services included laundry, shower, ablution, meals,
disinfection equipment and personnel to support the potential full occupancy of a 485-bed
Non-congregate COVID-19 medical hospital inside the convention center.

Louisiana GOHSEP & Harris County Engineering Public Health-Texas COVID-12 Response

During the initial COVID-19 response time frame of March, April, and May 2020, the Louisiana Governor's
Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness (LA GOHSEP—Chris Guilbeaux) and the
Louisiana Department of Administrative Services (Christina Dayries) requested a turnkey non-congregate
shelter for homeless COVID-19 patients housed in separate and secure rooms. The site was quoted,
authorized, mobilized and built by Garner and subcontractors, in Bayou Segnette, LA where it remained
in operation until mid-summer. This facility included security, feeding, laundry, shower, bathroom, and
disinfection capacities. Ben Prosper (Garner PM) was lead for this operation with support of sister
company OMI personnel. Upon completion of the Bayou Segnette facility, request came from GOHSEP to
bid and begin a similar non-congregate facility contiguous to the Ernest N. Morial Convention Center in
New Orleans. The intent was to use this as a non-congregate support facility for the ICU hospital bed
capacity created within the convention center. The location consisted of individual and segregated rooms
in trailers on a boardwalk contiguous to the convention center. A 184-bed facility was mobilized, built and
activated within 96 hours of the notice to proceed. Also included were full slate wraparound services
necessary to support 24/7 patient support operations. Louisiana National Guard and DOD supplied the
integrated medical personnel.
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At the end of March in Harris County, TX, (Garner’s corporate home) request was received from Harris
County Public Health and Harris County Engineering in coordination with Office of Homeland Security and
Emergency Management (OHSEM) and the County Judge’s office, for a 250-bed non-congregate shelter
housed at NRG stadium. The mobilization/demobilization, turnkey capacities (food, laundry, showers,
disinfection, etc.) were included. Garner received the Notice to Proceed on April 3. Garner personnel
mobilized an Incident Management Assistance Team (IMAT) consisting of two Type | Incident
Commanders and a full complement of planners, logisticians, safety, finance/administration, public
information, and medical planning personnel. Much debate occurred in regard to using the NRG existing
facilities as a shelter, but due to post-livestock show and rodeo, clearly there was a concern of health and
medical personnel and those of the Garner medical provider, that with COVID-19 being a respiratory
ailment, the use of the arena was not a good idea due to the fact the facility had been used for rodeo
animals. In this case, the NCMS was designed and executed as a stand-alone using frame and hard-sided
tents in the NRG stadium parking lot.

The Mobile Field Hospital placed and operating in Houston/Harris County began to downsize and
demobilize toward the middle to end of April as the spiking COVID-19 numbers did not warrant the need
or expenditure. Working closely with the Public Assistance Audit team working for Harris County, Garner
began to accumulate and review the financial and administrative documentation necessary to close out
the facility and assist Harris County in recovering eligible funding from the State of Texas and FEMA.
Working closely with Jeremy Phillips and Nick Russo with Harris County Engineering, Garner brought in
Senior PM JP Temperilli as Finance Section Chief to clean, clarify and direct the closing financial
documentation. JP was added to the Florida team after the NRG site closure to support the operational
field efforts and the efforts inside the FDEM SEQC in Tallahassee.

Hurricanes Laura (August), Sally (September), Delta (October), Zeta (Octobher)

During the continuing multi-level, multi-site COVID-19 responses in NYC, Florida, Louisiana, and Texas,
Garner responded to multiple hurricanes in 2020. Beginning with Hurricane Laura in Lake Charles, LA,
Garner was activated by Chris Guilbeaux (Deputy Director with LA GOHSEP) to provide about two dozen
Point of Distribution (POD) sites including all-terrain forklifts, pallet jacks, light plants, portable restrooms,
roll-off boxes and heavy lift capacity equipment (crane or rotator). In addition, portable restroom servicing
and equipment transportation was included stretching from the coastal Louisiana strike zone near
Cameron, LA to Alexandria and Camp Minden, LA and beyond. Garner personnel and equipment were
integrated with elements of the Louisiana National Guard at multiple staging sites north of Interstate I-10.
This continued for a period of nine to ten weeks as Louisiana responded to multiple hurricane strikes and
Garner continued to be activated for POD and transportation support through Laura into Delta continuing
to Zeta. As shelter for response personnel was a key limiting factor in the Lake Charles area, Garner
secured a floating hotel on barges in the immediate vicinity and served to house response personnel for
the duration of the response events.

Hurricane Sally, FDEM

In September 2020, while fully mobilized in Florida and NYC for COVID-19 testing and support services
and managing up to 400 medical personnel in the field and more than 40 testing sites while continuing to
respond in southeast Louisiana in the aftermath of Hurricane Laura, Hurricane Sally struck the Coast of
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Alabama with major damage further east in the Panhandle of Florida. A team consisting of John Temperilli
and Danny Maldonado coordinated within the SEOQC in Tallahassee, while Garner was mobilized into the
field to create and operate a Logistical Staging Area (LSA) in support of Sally’s impact into the Pensacola
Area of the panhandle of Florida. JP Temperilli was the team lead for the Garner LSA. Included in the LSA
package were - Electricians with tools and trucks, Mechanics with tools and trucks, Mobile Command
Centers, more than 40 generators and cable, in excess of 3 dozen pumps and hose, MHE equipment
(all-terrain forklifts, pallet jacks, rotator cranes), light plants, 50 San-Pacs (portable restrooms, handwash
stations, roll off dumpsters and daily service), GPS tracking devices, ATVs, HVAC equipment, Rollback Tow
Trucks, Power only Tractors, Transportation in support of the FLNG food and water missions, and Fuel
truck and fuel. Garner coordinated closely with the Florida fuel vendor to verify locations and sites for
equipment fuel servicing. Garner mobilized completely to the designated LSA site within 72 hours. During
Hurricane Sally the Assisted Living Facility (ALF) Response Team was initiated and utilized to address the
infrastructure issues for inhabitants.

Flood Mitigation Project, H-E-B

Responding to a private sector client, toward the end of the 2020 year (October-December), Garner
managed the construction of a flood mitigation project which had percolated for the better part of a year
and in which we had assisted in the planning, design and quotation. H-E-B (large chain grocery store) was
the client and Justin Noakes, the initial contact; the location of the project was in the Houston, Texas area.
The execution of the contract was specifically for installation of flood barriers as the store in question was
prone to flooding in large rain and heavy weather events. The final walk-through was performed in March
2021. In April 2021, a fully-functional exercise was conducted, which included members of H-E-B
Corporate staff as well as store partners. The project was overseen by Garner Senior Manager Lawrence
Crowe at the same time he was managing the projects in NYC. Those projects were in a state of transition
as testing was being supplemented by vaccination and some of the COVID-19 services were being
transitioned to private sector health groups.

Transition was also occurring in Florida, where Danny Maldonado was engaged in filling a request for
medical personnel from the Advent Health System in Ocala as a part of an initially state sponsored
program to supplement medical personnel due to the spike in COVID-19 numbers. During this same time
period the COVID-19 services in Florida began to plan for the transition from a pure testing regimen to a
combination testing and vaccination regimen.

Arctic Storm URI

In February 2021, a winter storm event in central and southeast United States posed serious issues for
Garner clients. While continuing to respond to COVID-19 testing and vaccination site demands in Florida
and NYC, Garner responded to multiple city, county, port, and state jurisdictions in Louisiana, East Texas,
and Houston. Garner PMs Crowe, Maldonado and Prosper, and President John Temperilli were key in
addressing the needs of multiple clients after multiple days of very low temperatures in a region
completely unused to such sustained significantly sub-freezing weather. Massive power outages and
rolling black outs occurred and were followed immediately by ruptured plant infrastructure, commercial
and residential water pipe breaks of a biblical proportion. Prior to the event, and subsequent to the
damage wrought by this weather event, requests for prime power units (250kW — 750kW), diesel jet
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heaters, potable water supplied by water tanker, POD equipment (nine PODs), portable restrooms, roll-off
containers and bottled water were received from various clients’ groups. Prime power (23 large units >250
kW) was requested by the City of Friendswood, City of League City, City of Katy, and Port of Houston
Authority (POHA). POHA also requested a truckload of bottled water and special pumping capacity in
order to support the POHA fire-fighting capabilities. Special manifolds were manufactured in order to
harness the pumps to the fire apparatus thus enabling the POHA to begin operations safely.
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2. Tab B - Project Methodology

Garner performs as a turnkey disaster management team in responding to and recovering from any
advanced warning or no-notice event. This allows our clients to focus on their individual core performance
requirements in light of their operational mandate (in other words, get back to the core business as usual).

In our role as turnkey management for any All-Threat, All-Hazard event, the services we provide are many
and varied. We rely on subcontractors for specialty skills or equipment that are needed for a surge
capacity typically experienced in a major disaster event. The opportunity to positively affect outcome for
clients and survivors is where the satisfactory challenge lies. Garner’s role is in the planning, advisory and
performance (execution} role as managers on large scale events so that our client does not have to
manage or support multiple varied contracts. In small scale events Garner can typically self-perform,
sometimes with the additional element of necessary subject matter experts. But in the case of a regional
level event in which resources invariably vanish from the immediate area, personnel and equipment will
be brought in from whatever region is necessary to affect an immediate and effective response. Much of
the heavy lift in responding to any given event is to have the conversation on the front end and to identify
those scenarios, parts and pieces. The rest is about being able to achieve an effective solution set based
upon experience, while remaining docile, as every disaster is different.

All of our subcontractors who will be involved with the scope of services have signed, or are signing, a
contract for services. Garner has a comprehensive vendor packet we require a prospective
partner/teaming member to complete and sign. This packet outlines expectations, risk and liability, terms
and conditions, costs, changes, rules of engagement, invoicing and certified payroll, flow downs and flow
through from Client contract to base camp providers. In the case of some of our subcontractors, they have
been working as a team member with Garner for nearly 20 years.

Management plan

When state, local or federal agencies are threatened or impacted by a disaster, Garner will mobilize to
immediately assist. This includes support to local response and recovery operations as requested with key
management personnel to the client’s Emergency Operations Center and/or alternate designated site.
Garner will also deploy adjunct field operations’ personnel as requested and a turnkey logistical package
(personnel, equipment, and communications).

Garner’s support will allow the State and/or Local Disaster or Emergency Response Team (ERT) to extend
direction and control capabilities into the impacted area. The area of operations assigned to Garner and
the ERT will be determined based on the magnitude of the impact, logistics involved in service delivery,
and the complexity/status of the impacted local governments. Ideally, the ERT will be assigned to one
jurisdiction (e.g., county or municipality). However, circumstances may dictate that multiple counties be
served by the ERT with liaison teams assigned to each county for intergovernmental planning and
coordination of resources. Garner personnel may operate at multiple Logistics Staging Area (LSA) sites
statewide in support of multiple missions.

Garner responds to any type of emergency incident with professional personnel to ensure a safe,
effective, and compliant response. Garner employs fully certified, extensively trained, and widely
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experienced personnel. Each response team is outfitted with state-of-the-art equipment and
instrumentation. Practical field experience coupled with superior equipment enables Garner to dispatch
an appropriate response to any emergency within hours of the call. A timely, safe, and flexible response
minimizes the duration of impact to the surrounding areas, and thereby returns impacted areas more
quickly to a reasonable state of normalcy.

Mokilization Plan

Notification

A call comes to the Garner 1-800 number (800-424-1716) or another Garner Representative. Garner
verifies the information provided and any other pertinent information necessary to initiate response
activities is gathered at this time. The emergency response team within Garner is placed on standby by
notifying the employees via email and text that an activation is imminent and a conference call is then
convened. Information that has been obtained and verified is then relayed to the response team. The
Disaster Response Standing Orders are activated and engaged. Personnel and equipment are placed on
alert or mobhilized dependent upon the size and nature of the event; Garner senior leadership will also be
notified of the activation. Initial response and mobilization will take place within the first hour, normally
within the initial 10-15 minutes. All activities described above will be initially engaged in the first hour.
Management-level personnel can be available at the Emergency Operations Center to collaborate with
official personnel within 6 hours.

In the context of an event with some amount of forewarning and ability to plan, Garner will assist in
determining probable response needs using pre-defined ready packages. If in the immediate area of a
regional strike, Garner will stage equipment and personnel outside the perceived cone strike and mobilize
back into the impact zone upon storm passage. The initial equipment and personnel staging outside the
cone could begin to take place 72 hours in advance of the storm, size and intensity dependent. Resources
mobhilized and on-site within 24 hours would be in place utilizing the designated site and timing storm
passage.

Garner operates with a set of Disaster Response Standing Orders. The orders are assigned to individual
managers and supervisors. Standing orders are engaged upon the authaorization to proceed internally or
from the client (verbally or electronically). Individuals are cross-trained in their responsibilities to increase
capacity and provide redundancy.

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Staffing, Equipment, Technological & Communications Capabilities

Staffing

Within the K-Solv Group of companies, Garner and the sister companies of K-Solv and OMI, there are more
than 350 personnel available to meet the demands and details of any dislocation event. In addition,
Garner and OMI have access to more than 1,000 pre-qualified and vetted sub-tier base camp provider
personnel used in Environmental and Disaster Response, including Incident Management Assistance Team
personnel. These are personnel that have had background checks, are 1910.120 trained, have TWIC
credentials, are ICS trained and experienced, and run the gamut of skills (i.e., certified operators)
necessary to affect a large-scale disaster response. All-Threat, All-Hazard Response Organizations with
effective training and field experience in on water operations, including responses for barge and shipping
companies. Some specialists have relevant rail response experience.

Equipment

Garner has placed in excess of 5,000 pieces of equipment in the field during each of the last two years in
response to Gulf Coast hurricane strikes. Some of this equipment is internally owned, and the remaining
specialty equipment is procured with favorable terms from qualified and vetted national companies.

Technology

Garner has updated annually the technology packages it uses, including the technology packages used in
the field. We are presently updating our field accounting software package and our GPS tracking system
provider. The accounting package (Great Plains) is new to two of our companies and is being installed and
implemented in phases, with field tracking and accounting in real-time by iPad or data phone capabilities
in the next few months. We are also working with our GPS provider to be able to share and convey more
real time information to our client contacts and agencies and to be able to capture more data for our own
field use. This capability too is being implemented during the next weeks and months.

Communications

Garner has five (5) Mobile Command trailers built to military specifications (USAF) with various
configurations of VSAT, satellite, boosted cellular communication capability (Cradle Point) and data feed
capability. We have also invested in a small number of individual satellite and enhanced small cellular
stand-alone booster devices. Garner has also developed a small radio network capability for use in
relatively close support and field operations.
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Mobilization
The following outlines a standard process by which Garner operates, however it can be modified to fit
within the scope of the mission requirements.

1. The client will issue a Mission Assignment or Task Order for all requested resources, as well as a
Purchase Order (PO) for all specified resources including ancillary equipment and personnel
necessary to facilitate the Task Order.

2. Garner and Customer work closely to determine best-case site locations for an LSA.

3. Garner advance team will be immediately dispatched to review the site and prepare to receive
the incoming personnel and equipment.

4. The size and duration of the storm or other event as well as the overall impactwill determine time
to site.

5. Garner will strive to have personnel and equipment on-site with a mean time to respond (MTR)
of no more than 24-36 hours after Task Order and PO are received and be prepared to fill
Mission-Specific Task Orders within 24-48 hours upon arrival.

6. The arrival of personnel and resources is predicated on Task Order and PO lIssuance as
demonstrated in the Mobilization Gantt Chart below:

Garner has been
particularly responsive to adjusting information reporting as need has warranted or as requested by
granting agencies.

Garner personnel have supplemented client logistics’ partners in working missions and sourcing solutions
for health (ESF8) communications (ESF2), Mass care and feeding (ESF6), Emergency Services (ESF 4 & 9),
Emergency Response (ESF 10), Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs) and Volunteer Organizations
Active in Disasters (VOADs).

Out of storm season, Garner team members have attended all training and exercise sessions to which
they have been invited to come from the COOP drill held at Camp BLANDING to the Interim Flood
Protection Measures Tabletop Exercise with New York City. The opportunity is also taken to revisit the
Push Packages with our clients and revise them. Revisions are based on new information and data from
previous storms. Algorithms reflecting updated population modeling have been used to plan PODs,
Comfort & Cooling Stations, and LSA locations.

John has worked in State Emergency Operations Centers (SEOCs) and Incident Command Posts (ICPs) for
more than 29 years.

Any customer service issues during a response (or otherwise) will be dealt with immediately at the lowest
management level possible. Garner alliance partners involved in the issue will be key participants in
resolving the issue immediately. Key representatives of major vendor/providers will be available when
and where necessary. Garner management team members will convene and manage meetings necessary
to correct issues that have moved beyond the ability of the field level to resolve quickly. All issues and
concerns will be addressed daily, and relevant managers made aware on the twice-daily conference calls
held with the LSAs and key-service providers (base camps, Sanpacs, PODS, SLRC, etc.). There will be an
established reporting threshold from the field wherein certain issues or events (i.e., injury, fatality,
security breach) will be reported immediately.
